Welcome to what is a very different Newsletter this half term.

There are two major aspects to this Newsletter
both of them involving the plans for a new
school for Moorside High.

When a new school is proposed following the
closure of another school, the Government

starts a process of investigation. The person
appointed to do the investigation is an

independent adjudicator for schools and a

person called John Simpson has been
appointed to look at our closure.

Mr Simpson is a highly experienced educator
who has had responsibilities in schools and as
the Director of Education Departments of Brent
and North Somerset Councils. He has been
asked to decide on whether the reasons for
closing Moorside and The Swinton High Schools
are sound. He will give his judgement on the
proposal to bring the two schools together on
the Moorside Playing Fields site.

The Governing Body of Moorside High School
has always tried to be supportive of
the plans to provide the best
opportunities for the families of the

Moorside and Worsley communities.
In an ideal world each school would
be re-built but this has never been
given as an option by the local
authority, under the Building

Schools for the Future programme.
The Governors will ask the
adjudicator to look at the

educational reasons why Salford are
proposing to close two successful schools who
have b')t h been shown

express your views directly to the adjudicator
on the 3™ December 2009, at 6 pm in the
Broadbent Hall at Moorside High School.. You

Moorside wins another award

School Award
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Hand in Hand

In the global community

In 2009 Moorside pupils raised £6,500 to aid children suffering from Cancer.
This year the School has bigger ambitions - to change the future.

Rowley Projects is a charity that serves a community in Western Kenya, working in partnership with the
local people to transform their everyday lives by providing Clean Water, Health Care and Education.

After visiting their friend and his family in western Kenya in 2000, Stephen and Angela Rowley discovered that the greatest
need for this extremely poor area of Kenya, was clean drinking water. The following year they returned to Nyandiwa to
establish a bio-sand water filter project. The workshop approach is self sustaining and has already sold over 700 filters
within this and the neighbouring communities. People are keen to report that their families no longer contract typhoid,
dysentery, cholera or other water borne disease.

The charity then went on to help the area of Nyandiwa to refurbish a primary school and provide a brand new secondary
thanks mainly to donations from a UK partner school. There is also a dispensary with resident Health practitioner and Nurse
together with accommodation for visitors and temporary workers. The need continues for resources and more classrooms but
primarily for sponsorship for the students many of whom are orphans and very poor. Moorside High has now joined the
project as a partner in providing a new school.
